1. Called to order at 6:45 PM.

2. No public comments.
3. Chris Betz reported that Daniel Heideman has won the 2020 TRWA Excellence in System Management Award.  Mr. Heideman will have a write up in the next issue of Quench along with receiving a plaque and cash award. 

4. Ken Dodson made a motion to appoint Rene Harbison to complete the term vacated by Vicki Hunter which ends in May 2022. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote.

5. David Klein, Attorney at Law stated the Impact Fee committee recommends $1,250 Wastewater Impact Fee to pay for the 6 projects in the Wastewater Capital Improvement Plan. Ken Dodson made a motion to adopt the Wastewater Impact Fee as recommended. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
6. Bill Frye of PCU reported the wastewater plant has a low flow since schools are not in session due to the pandemic. Mr. Frye is mainly working on maintenance around the plant property. 
7. The wastewater status report prepared by Allison Nieto of SWE was reviewed. 

8. The water status report prepared by Jeff Kallus of SWE was reviewed. 
9. Daniel Heideman requested the agenda item regarding installing a larger pump in Well# at the EAA well site be tabled until the May 18, 2020 meeting. 

10. Chris Betz reported Caldwell County is in the process of adopting a Texas Multi-Jurisdiction Hazard Mitigation Plan. Joe Howe motioned to accept the Resolution for CLSUD approval of the County Hazard Mitigation Plan. William Ilse second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 

11. Daniel Heideman reported he has 2 bids for converting the former shop into a meeting room. Both bids are for labor only, CLSUD is going to purchase materials directly.  Brian Heideman bid $9,962 and Calderco Construction bid $14,500. Ken Dodson made a motion to hire Brian Heideman. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote.   

12. No action was taken regarding adopting a resolution to determine financing methods to recover funds paid out of the LOGIC account to construct the downtown lift station. Tabled until the May 18, 2020 meeting.
13. Chris Betz reported HB3834 requires board members and staff with computer access to complete cybersecurity training once a year. Tentatively we plan to include this training during the 

June 15, 2020 Board meeting. 
14. Chris Betz reported on ARWA’s current operations.  
15. Daniel Heideman reported on the CRWA Board of Trustees meeting was cancelled for April. 
16. William Ilse made a motion to accept the March 16, 2020 Public Hearing minutes. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. Ken Dodson made a motion to accept the March 16, 2020 minutes. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 

17. The manager’s report was reviewed.  Mr. Heideman reported the CRWA Board of Managers meeting was cancelled. 
18. Daniel Heideman employee evaluation was tabled until the May 18, 2020 meeting. 

19. The financials were reviewed. Chris Betz and Joe Howe reported they spoke with the auditor whom is going to give CLSUD some guidance on setting up the wastewater accounts in QuickBooks. 
20. William Ilse made a motion to approve the Quarterly Funds Report. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
21. The Public Funds annual checklist was reviewed. 

22. There were no leak credits given this month.

23. The calendar of events was reviewed.  The May 18, 2020 Board meeting will likely be held via conference call.
