1. Called to order at 6:30 PM.

2. No public comments.
3. Ken Dodson made a motion to appoint William Ilse to continue as a Board of Director for the term of May 2020 – May 2023. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
4. Ken Dodson made a motion to appoint Robert Diaz to complete the vacant term of May 2020 – May 2023. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
5. Bob Diaz read aloud the Oath of Office and Statement of Officer.   William Ilse will be sworn in at the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 
6. David Klein, Attorney at Law recommended a public hearing July 20th at 6:30 pm. Joe Howe made a motion to order a public hearing on July 20, 2020 regarding amendments to County Line Special Utility District’s land use assumptions, wastewater capital improvement plan, and wastewater impact fees. 

Ken Dodson second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
7. Item to consider and act on condemnation of wastewater line easement for BPCH Property has been tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 
8. Item to consider the Utility Lot Credit Request letter from Harmony Hills Subdivision has been tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 
9. Bill Frye of PCU reported the wastewater plant had minor problems due to heavy rains, over all the plant is functioning very well.  The addition of a second module to the plant is in the planning stage.  
10. The wastewater status report prepared by Allison Nieto of SWE was reviewed. 

11. The water status report prepared by Jeff Kallus of SWE was reviewed. 
12. Item to adopt the PCU wastewater fee as a pass-through surcharge was tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 

13. Item to install a larger pump in Well #2 at the EAA well site was tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 
14. Daniel Heideman reported VTX1, LLC provides line of sight internet / Wi-Fi services.  VTX1, LLC would like to place their transmission equipment on three of CLSUD’s water towers. VTX1, LLC would pay CLSUD $300 per month per tower. Mr. Heideman is going to ask VTX1, LLC for the names of other entities VTX1, LLC has similar contracts with in order to get recommendations. Item is tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 

15. Item to adopt a Resolution to deter financing methods for the various wastewater projects has been tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting. 

16. The Board reviewed the ARWA contracts spreadsheet. Humberto Ramos stated Martindale WSC may join later which would bring the costs down slightly. 
17. Chris Betz reported on ARWA’s current operations.  Humberto Ramos reported they will discuss water sharing at the next meeting.  CLSUD is requesting more water rights.
18. Daniel Heideman reported on the CRWA Board of Trustees meeting was cancelled for May. Humberto Ramos reported an upcoming decision will be whether to allow the City of San Marcos to join the Hays Caldwell Plant.  This would mean upsizing the plant. 
19. Rene Harbinson made a motion to accept the April 20, 2020 Public Hearing minutes and the April 20, 2020 Regular Board meeting minutes. Ken Dodson second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 
20. Joe Howe made a motion to accept the April 27, 2020 Special Called Meeting minutes. Ken Dodson second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote.
21. Daniel Heideman reported we need to purchase another work truck. Mr. Heideman has called six dealerships and is awaiting return calls with prices.  Item tabled until the June 15, 2020 board meeting.
22. The manager’s report was reviewed.  Mr. Heideman reported the CRWA Board of Managers meeting was cancelled. The buildout of the future board room should be completed in approximately 3 weeks. 
Mr. Heideman reported an 8” line broke on Friday, May 15th.  This was a large break, therefore, the water loss for May will be higher than normal.

23. The financials were reviewed. 
24. The calendar of events was reviewed.  
25. The meeting adjourned at 7:45 PM.
