1. Called to order at 6:31 PM.

2. Chris Betz and Toni Brewer were the only two people to run for their open Board of Director positions. Since there was no opposition, CLSUD did not hold an election. William Ilse made a motion to appoint Chris Betz and Toni Brewer to the terms of May 2021 – May 2024. Joe Howe second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote.  

3. Toni Brewer and Chris Betz read aloud the Oath of Office and the Statement of Officer. They will both sign the forms as soon as they are able to come to the office.

4. There were no public comments. 
5. Bill Frye reported the wastewater plant is running very well. Bac T reports came back with no bacteria.
6. Tem Nieto of Virtualis LLC explained the proposed phone system and what constitutes the higher cost. This item is tabled until the June 21, 2021 Board meeting.
7. Daniel Heideman reported on the status of a Franchise Agreement between CLSUD and City of Uhland. The City of Uhland would like to abandon the Franchise Agreement. As a replacement, CLSUD would pay The City of Uhland a one-half percent on construction building permit fees. The Board would want language in the agreement that the City can not decide to change to a Franchise Fee for a certain period of years. The Board would like to clarify the permit fee requirement should the City of Uhland require CLSUD to move a water line. This item will be on the June 21, 2021 agenda. 
8. Allison Nieto reported on Parcel 2 The Fetterman’s have reached an agreement of $30K. Lori Bible of Cobb Fendley reported on the discussions with the Fetterman’s. Ms. Bible recommends accepting the agreement amount. Daniel Heideman reported the Fetterman’s will not benefit from this easement, therefore, it is fair to pay a higher rate. Toni Brewer made a motion to approve the Lift Station and Utility Pipeline Easement Purchase Agreement for Parcel 2 of the Downtown Uhland Wastewater Project plus approve the payment including filing fees.  Ken Dodson second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote. 

9. Allison Nieto reported the NSSA with Walton for Non-Standard Service on the Anderson Tract has not been completed. No action taken. This item will be on the June 21, 2021 agenda.  
10. Chris Betz reported the Amended Wholesale Wastewater Service Agreement between PCU and CLSUD has not been completed. No action taken. This item will be on the June 21, 2021 agenda.
11. Jeff Kallus of Southwest Engineers reported the draft plans are complete. Mr. Kallus has a call into the attorney to see if this can be included in the Water plans rather than a separately.
12. Daniel Heideman reported a customer that lives in the Grist Mill Highlands Subdivision may be interested in serving as an advisory committee member. This item will be on the June 21, 2021 agenda.
13. The wastewater status report prepared by Allison Nieto of SWE was reviewed. 

14. The water status report prepared by Jeff Kallus of SWE was reviewed. 
15. Chris Betz reported on ARWA’s current operations. Humberto Ramos reported on building for the wells this may be on a future agenda.
16. Humberto Ramos reported CRWA officers were appointed. All officers stayed the same except Mike Taylor was replaced by Regina Franks. The Bonds were approved for refinancing at 1.52%. 
17. Toni Brewer made a motion to accept the April 19, 2021 public hearing minutes and April 19, 2021 minutes. Ken Dodson second. The motion carried with a unanimous vote.  
18. Multiple connection customers agenda item is tabled until the June 21, 2021
19. Chris Betz reported the Purchasing & Signature Policy is with Mike Gershon for review. This item will be on the June 21, 2021 agenda.
20. Daniel Heideman reported the Edwards well site generator is on hold while a study is done to determine the correct generator size needed. Samples of water from the acidized well will be taken on Tuesday, if the sample is good, we can begin to use water from that well. Edmunds billing conversion is ongoing. 
21. The financials were reviewed. 
22. The calendar was reviewed.
